Introduction

GPRSoft standard edition has a very easy to manage workflow. One imports the
required file, analyze it, process it and finally save it or print it. In the following sections
each of these parts will be explained so you can use to the maximum the capabilities of
our software. Before that we will go through all the available menus and explain the
different functions they have.

The File menu:
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The file menu has four icons:
The import or open file icon,
The save file icon,

The printer icon, and

The PDF creator icon

The file menu deals with operations on the file and no processing or transformations on
the original data are performed. Even when saving the file using the save button it is
always a save as operation instead of a save only operation.

The Settings menu:
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The settings menu has only three icons:
The general settings icon,

The rulers icon and

The file header icon.

The settings menu allows you to control the way the software behaves and to see the
information embedded in the header of the data files.

The View menu:
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The view menu has three icons:
The B-Scan + A-Scan icon,
The B-Scan only icon, and

The wiggle traces icon.

The view menu as its name indicates it, controls the way the data will be presented.
The Undo-Redo menu:
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The undo-redo menu has only two icons:



The undo icon, and
The redo icon.

The purpose of this menu is straight forward; you can undo or redo processing that you
have done to each individual data file.

The undo-redo combo acts separately on each open file and has its own history of
processing. The depth of the undo redo operation is defined in the general settings
window in the UndoRedo Step field. Please keep in mind that many steps can be used,
but the amount of RAM consumed by the software will increase proportionally.

The Processing menu:
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This for obvious reasons is the most crowded of all menus and it has thirteen icons:
The filters icon,

The background removal icon,
The gain function icon,

The dewow function icon,

The DC-removal icon,

The surface adjustment icon,
The skip traces icon,

The stack traces icon,

The compress traces icon,
The join profiles icon,

The cut data icon,

The crop data icon, and

The data reversal icon

The processing menu is where all the manipulation of the data file takes place and
getting acquainted with it is a sure way to get the most out of your investment in
GPRSoft.

The Analysis menu:
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This menu has five icons to provide you with the means of analyzing the collected data:
The palette icon,

The zoom icon,

The point info icon,

The full FFT icon, and

The partial FFT icon.

With the aid of the functions contained within this menu one should able to analyze the
collected data in order to apply the proper processing flow.

The last icon is the help button, which you should use every time things don't appear to
be as easy as we thought they would.



File menu

Save File Prinder

, Open/Import File

By pressing this button a file can be imported into GPRSoft. It is important to notice that
no changes will be made to the original data file while processing it in GPRSoft. The
process of importing the data has been done in a way that it doesn't differ in any way
from opening a file under any Windows® application.

When this button is press the explorer dialogue box opens where you can select the file
you need to import. After pressing the open button the software starts to import the file
and two things appear in the status bar that weren't there from the start:

The progress bar with information on the file being imported

The abort button
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ss the abort button if you decide to exit the import operation.

o Save File

ThIS button will invoke the dialogue box to save the file as one of the supported ground
penetrating radar or seismic data files. When saving the file in this way all the processing
apply to it will remain. Please note that saving a gsf file to any other data file format will
result in losses of important information such as gps positions and marker locations.
When saving the file as a Sensors and Software file format both the textual header and
the trace header are written to the output file.



° Printer
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This button opens the dialogue box to enter all the parameter for printing your data file.

Different settings are available and our printing engine is one of the fastest in the
industry.

o PDF Creator
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This function is very unique to our ground penetrating radar software. You don't need to
have any PDF distiller in your computer to output professionally created with very limited
size portable documents. Several parameters are fully customizable.



Print window
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This dialogue window controls the way the printing function works. GPRSoft does not
print just some pictures, but recreates them from the available data with the settings
specified here.

- Print area

In this section we select the area of the B-Scan that we want to print.
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. Traces per page

Traces per page; 500
Type in this field the amount of traces you want to print when printing only one page.
This option is only available when printing only one page.

This option makes possible to select from which trace your print job should start. If you

have selected to print only one page then the amount of traces that are going to be
printed is regulated by the traces per page field.
